The Boca Raton H i s t o r i c a l Soc ie ty , only
a l i t t l e more t h a n a decade o l d , has in t h e
last two and a half years raised over a half
mil l ion dollars for the restoration of the
1926 original town ha l l . Moreover, society
members not only organized and administered
the capital fund drive, they also organized
and supervised the actual restoration which
began in the ear ly summer of 1983 and
officially ended with a November 1984 ribbon-
cutting ceremony. The time, dedication, and
talent donated may well even over-balance the
$500,000 raised.

Town Hal l , r e s to red to the simple
elegance of the original Addison Mizner
design, has become the centerpiece to the
revival of the old downtown. It is open for
visitors daily with society volunteer guides
available to explain the restorat ion, or
answer questions about Boca Raton and south
Florida history. A gift shop, buil t around
"Old Betsy" the town's original 1926 LaFrance
fire engine, se l l s books and handmade gif ts
for the support of the building.

The r e s to red f a c i l i t i e s are a l so
available for meetings and social events.
While a small charge is made for business and
p e r s o n a l u s e , non -p ro f i t groups are
encouraged to meet in Town Hall without a
fee.
